Priority 1:- Road Safety 

 

Road Safety issues are your number 1  

concern.  

New issues have been raised in relation to speeding on Hinckley 
Road, Sapcote. The speed van is due to start enforcing on this 
stretch of road in the near future. Unfortunately due to other  
commitments the beat team have not been able to conduct a  
speeding operation but will when available. 
The Parish Council haven’t raised any issues in relation to speeding 
or road safety issues at this time. 

Priority 2:- Antisocial Behaviour (ASB)  

 

Anti-Social Behaviour including use of  

motorbikes was an issue to you. 

The beat team continue to monitor reports of ASB in the area. When 
reports are made to the police we will look to deal with incidents as 
swiftly as possible to identify the alleged perpetrators and take  
appropriate action. At this time there are no emerging issues which 
the beat team are aware of. However with the recent weather and 
Halloween coming up soon the beat team will be conducting further 
patrols in the local area. 

Priority 3: - Nuisance Motorbikes  

 

As of 01/08/24 there have been multiple  

reports of the use of nuisance motorbikes in 

an anti-social manner, the beat team are  

monitoring and conducting patrols of known 

hotspot areas. When suspects are identified 

they will be dealt with  

appropriately.  

The beat team at this time haven’t received any recent reports of 
nuisance motorbikes but continue to monitor. When reports are 
made to the police we will look to deal with incidents as swiftly as 
possible to identify the alleged perpetrators and take appropriate 
action.
